Exodus & Resilience is an international cultural platform in its founding phase that articulates contemporary art, memory
and migration as documented infrastructure for social resilience. It operates across four territorial programmes: New York,
Barcelona, Caracas and Acarigua. Its founding programme works with the Venezuelan diaspora —over seven million
people across ninety countries since 2015, one of the largest displacements of the 21st century in Latin America— as the
first field of application of a cultural methodology designed to accompany any process of departure, sustaining and
recomposition.
